MEDITERRANEAN AND THE WESTERNMOST AREA OF THE ROMAN EMPIRE

ABSTRACT

Since the beginning of the study of Roman mosaics more attention has always been given to the figurative
ones, geometric mosaics being relegated to the background or even ignored. Only recently began the latter to
be assigned the place they deserve in the stylistic and iconographic analysis of Roman mosaics as a source of
information on economic, cultural and artistic exchanges between the different provinces of the Roman
Empire. The project “East meets West: Reciprocal influences in roman geometric mosaics of Portugal and
Turkey. A comparative study” proposes to initiate this study of the Roman mosaics in Portuguese and Turkish

territory.

To date, Roman mosaics continue to be the best
preserved and most disseminated vestige not only of
the roman way of life but also of the reciprocal impact
contacts between people of different cultures and
regions had on one another. They gave place to new
cultural and artistic expressions, creating a symbiosis
between the existing and the new.

Although figurative mosaics have already been the
object of numerous studies, a Portuguese-Turkish team
has recently kicked-off a collaborative study into the
roman geometric mosaics of the “border regions” of the
mare nostrum. The study focuses on the process of de-
signing and building geometric mosaics from its ince-
ption to final product, allowing the identification of
discrete stylistics influences leading ultimately to the
classification of individual workshops.

WHY FOCUS ON GEOMETRIC MOSAICS?

The choice to focus on geometric mosaics in this
comparative study was a deliberate one. The reality is
that, whilst figurative mosaics have made the news
headlines as well as being favoured topics at
symposiums and specialist conventions, geometric
mosaics where relegated to the background for a long
time, considered “inferior” to figurative or

mythological mosaics. And yet, it is precisely those
mosaics that allow us to analyse more closely the role
and impact of each of the people involved in the
creation of a mosaic: both in terms of motif selection
and design of the decorative surface, highlighting
specific characteristics related to the construction of
the mosaic as well as the identification of different
possible models which in turn allows us not only to
isolate specific trademarks of one or several
workshops that would have created the mosaic, but
more importantly, underline the vital role and influence
of the commissioning owner. Any influences from
other regions would have been immediately evident in
the choice of themes to be used in each room.

To achieve that, the team will be comparing
mosaics from both regions, identifying their similarities
and differences in terms of design, workmanship,
workshop, iconography and age. Wherever possible,
the team will seek to identify any “itinerancy” of artistic
currents from one region to another.

This work is very much in its early stage. Today,
we would like to present the overall roadmap for this
project - a trajectory that we hope in the medium,
term will lead us to have a better understanding of the,
albeit at times subtle, cultural flows between the
opposite ends of the Mediterranean.

Despite the great geographical and cultural
differences between Portugal and Turkey, both share
an important common denominator: they find
themselves at a pivotal point in the study of roman
mosaics found on their respective territories; both
have only recently established national sections of the
AIEMA (APECMA and AIEMA Turkey) and both are in
the process of creating national corpus of roman
mosaics. Against this background, researchers from
both countries are paving the way, establishing a new
way of working by working in teams and resorting to
the countless technologies — from information sharing
to cataloguing and communication — that today’s
technology has to offer.

APECMA (AIEMA PORTUGAL)

APECMA was founded on 3rd November 2005 at
AIEMA’s General Meeting held during the 10th
International Colloquium of the Ancient Mosaic at the
Coimbra University. Its aims are to increase the
knowledge and the heritage value of roman mosaics
with the general public by promoting its study,
conservation, preservation, valorisation and distribution
of documents and materials associated with them.

This was a very important event giving the study of
roman mosaics in Portugal new momentum at a time
when it found itself at an impasse. Of the entire corpus
of roman mosaics, only the first volume had been
published in 1992 covering the Casa dos Repuxos in
Conimbriga authored by our esteemed colleague and
friend J.M. Bairrao Oleiro'. In 2000, a Luso-Franco
team published the second volume covering the
roman villa Torre de Palma under the direction of
Janine Lancha and Pierre André?. The third volume
dedicated to the east Algarve which has long been
waited for, is now availabe®. The corpus of mosaics in
Portugal currently takes the form of individual
monographs, each of which only co- vers the mosaics
of the study site.

For students of roman mosaics, the absence of a
more or less complete corpus of mosaics in Portugal
has always been a major obstacle to overcome: a
virtually impossible feat for the international scientific
community. The reality is that the majority of
information about roman mosaics is dispersed across in
numerous articles, conference, masters and doctoral
theses. Alas, | had the opportunity to experience this
first hand, when | was writing my own doctoral thesis
about the mosaics of villa cardilio * in 1999 at Trier
University®.

As one of the objectives of this project and to enable
as a thorough an analysis as possible of the existing ma-
terial, all roman mosaics ever known in the territory of
Portugal will be documented in an inventory of the
roman mosaics® and will constitute the starting point for
an extensive catalogue of geometric mosaics in Portu-
gal. Both will constitute the foundation of the research
and available to all team members. The project will be
based at the Institute of Art History at Human and Social
Sciences Faculty of the Universidade Nova de Lisboa.

AIEMA TURKEY

Under the leadership of Mustafa Sahin and David
Parrish, a large group of mosaic specialists assembled
in Istanbul in June 2004 to initiate a long-term project to
document all of the known mosaic pavements in Turkey,
extending from the Greek through the Roman and
Byzantine periods. Turkey now joins the growing list of
countries in the Mediterranean zone and beyond which
have formed national corpora of mosaics, working
closely with AIEMA (Association Internationale pour
I'Etude de la Mosaique Antique).

In order to centralize and co-ordinate the entire pro-
gram, it was decided to establish a Centre for Mosaic
Research in Turkey (AIEMA-Turkey), at Uluda Univer-
sity in the city of Bursa. Its most prominent project is the
creation of a corpus of Turkey Mosaics. It follows an
earlier attempt to make a Turkish corpus, initiated in the
1940s by Doro Levi and others, which languished after
the publication of a few volumes: Doro Levi, Antioch
mosaic pavements (1947); Werner Jobst, Romische
Mosaiken aus Ephesos (1976); Sheila Campbell, The
mosaics of Antioch (1988); Sheila Campbell, The mo-

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saics of Aphrodisias in Caria (1991); Sheila Campbell,
The mosaics of Anemurium (1998). The project has
been planned to cover all of Turkey systematically, with
Mustafa ahin and David Parrish as co-organizers. Ha-
ving divided the country into 21 historical regions, indi-
vidual teams of scholars (2-7 members) are now
responsible for documenting mosaics of Greek, Roman,
and Byzantine date in those regions. The corpus only in-
cludes mosaic pavements, since the number of vault
mosaics exceeds our research capacity. The corpus will
also include previously published catalogues of mosaics
from individual sites are to be integrated into the Corpus
(Marie-Patricia Raynaud, Xanthos, Part 1, The East
Basilica (2009); Anne-Marie Maniére-Lévéque, Xanthos;
Part 2, the West area (2012). It is envisaged, that other
specialized studies of mosaics at individual locations
that are currently being written will also become part of
the larger Corpus. Although the region of Anatolia con-
tains the largest number of geometric roman mosaics,
these are yet to be examined in detail. The project we
are presenting today will remedy this situation as
examples of geometric patterns which are in various
parts of Anatolia in Roman period, are intended to be
collected in a new catalogue.

THE AIM OF THE PROJECT

The main objective of this study is to identify
potential interactions between different cultures
spread across a very wide geography by analysing the
geometric patterns of mosaics in either geography.
Geometric patterns on the mosaic pavements will be
examined by comparing them both within their
regional context and as well as with mosaics from the
other province (either Turkey or Portugal).

This work will also help increase our knowledge
about patterns which is currently underdeveloped and
somewhat lacking. On the basis of geometric patterns
and chronology we hope to be able to identify
workshops/employers as well as distinguishing local
characteristics and regional differences between
Portugal. Another important objective is the
inventorisation of geometric mosaics in both Portugal
and Turkey. Whilst there is an on-going project to create
a corpus of Turkish Mosaics, this is by no means
complete yet. In Portugal, as we have seen, the corpus
is only progressing very slowly and takes the form of
monographs. Thus, as we have noted before, this
project will result in a catalogue of geometric mosaics.
Finally, the objective is to also make this catalogue
available to the wider scientific community.

THE ROADMAP

The project consists of 4 distinct stages: Set-up,
Inventorisation, Analysis and Publication.

One fundamental element for the success of the
project is the capture and sharing of data and analysis.
The data will be recorded in Portuguese/English and
Turkish/English respectively. As the contributors are
geographically dispersed and the intention is to
eventually make the results available to the scientific
community, careful thought has to be given as to how
this may best be achieved. The team has already
developed a database for this inventory and we hope
to be able to build on that, further developing and
refining the existing data entry sheet (Fig. 1). It is very
important to agree the type of data to be recorded
upfront to avoid unnecessary extra work at a later
stage. Other aspects to be considered are usability,
managing changes, how to maintain the integrity of
the data and quality control as there will be multiple
contributors

The “real” work begins with the next phase — the
creation of complete inventories of geometric mosaics
in selected regions both in Portugal and Turkey (Fig.
2). To start with it is planned to on the Turkish side to
catalogue geometric patterns on mosaics in stanbul
(Glven Gimgtim), in Antandros- Altinoluk (Giircan
Polat), in Hadrianoi - Karabiik (Birol Can), in zmir and
Manisa environment (Emine Tok), in Bursa and
Myndos (Derya ahin).

For Portugal, it is envisaged, that the following mo-
saics would be catalogued: Rabacal and Conimbriga
(Miguel Pessoa), Torres Novas and Algarve (Maria J.
Duran Kremer) , Torre da Palma, PisGes e Settbal (Lici-
nia Wrench), Roman Mosaics in Museums and Braga,
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Reran mosal

e fram Portu gal and Turwey

(Maria de Fatima Abragos) topographical survey and
Christian mosaics of the Conventus Pacensis (Jorge
Feio).

The third, the Analysis stage, is where the main
scientific work happens: the catalogued mosaics will be
examined in terms of their origins, developments,
regional similarities and differences. The teams will
meet periodically and review the data obtained. They
will look to determine the similarities and differences
between east and west of the empire. The aim is to
understand if there is any relationship between ateliers
that were at entirely separate locations: are there
commonalities? What are the differences? Are
differences in design in the design or the way the
workshop built them?

Finally, the new catalogue will be made available to
the wider scientific community. It is envisaged that it
would be freely accessible although the finer details
are still to be determined. The results of the project
will be published step by step in the Journal of Mosaic
Research.

We are very excited about this project as it allows
us to establish contacts beyond borders and working
with colleagues of the most different backgrounds and
schools of thought — together in a pilot project which

we hope will be a starting point for new projects and
an incentive for young researchers.
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
