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Topographical Structure

Located in the limits of Glimtisliik district of the towns-
hip of Bodrum of the province of Mugdla and one of the Carian
towns in the ancient geography, Myndos is situated on the
Termerium promontory in the immediate vicinity of Halicar-
nassus and opposite the Scandaria promontory of Cos as
stated by Strabo.

Gumtgliik is a peninsula with higher grounds in the
western extension. The narrow strait which provides connecti-
on most probably separated the two parts of the promontory
from each other in the early times as in Cnidus. There are a lot
of rich and productive valleys between the hills in the area
between Myndos and Halicarnassus and windmills and settle-
ments on the slopes facing each other in these valleys. These
lands are known to be the home of black vineyards, in other

Tarihce

[.O0. 2binde Minos Kraligimin egemenligi
altinda olmak izere Pelasglar ile birlikte adalarda
yasayan Lelegler, Karia kiyilanna cikarak ilk sa-
hiplerini buralardan uzaklastinp, kendi kentlerini
kurmuslardir. Boylece Myndos, Lelegler tarafindan
Karia Boélgesinde kurulan sekiz kentten birisi
olmustur. Strabon gére diger yedisi Leleg kenti; Ter-
mera, Side, Madnasa, Padasa, Uranium, Telmessos ve
Theangela/ Syangela'dir. Yine Strabon'a goére, Karia
Satrabi Mausolos 1.0. 4. yiizyilda sekiz kentten altisini
bogaltarak, burada yagayan insanlan Halikarnassos'a
yerlesmeleri konusunda baski uygulamistiz. Ancak
Myndos'a dokunulmayarak, kent kiyiya dogru, yani
simdi Gumiugliik Beldesinin  bulundugu alana
tasinmustir. Eski kent ise daha sonra Palaimindos ola-
rak anilmisgtir.

Mausolos tarafindan yeniden inga ettirilen
kent, Yunan sehircilik anlayisina uygun bir sekilde
planlanmig ve yerlesim alammnin tamami sur igerisine
alinmigtir. Gunumuze kadar gelen kent dokusu Mau-
solos tarafindan kurulan kente aittir. Ancak Roma
imparatorluk gaginda da buyik eklemeler séz konu-
sudur.

Herodot vyaklagitk 1.0.500 yilinda kentin
Aristogoras'n donanmasina bir gemi verdiginden,
Attik-Delos Deniz Birliginin ilk {iyelerinden birisi
oldugundan bahsetmekte ve Birlije 12 talent vergi
odemek zorunda oldugundan soz etmektedir. Bu agir
vergi yuzinden bu doénemde gehrin oldukca
kuigildiigil bilinmektedir.

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History

In the 2nd millennium BC, Lelegians, who
lived on the islands together with the Pelasgians
under the rule of the Minocan Kingdom, landed on
the Carian coast and drove the first owners of these
places away and built their own towns. Thus
Myndos was one of the eight towns which were
built in Caria by the Lelegians. According to
Strabo, other seven Lelegian towns are Termera,
Side, Madnasa, Padasa, Uranium, Telmessos and
Theangela/ Syangela. Also according to Strabo, the
Satrap of Caria Mausolus emptied six of those eight
towns and urged the people living there to settle in
Halicarnassus in the 4th century BC. But Myndos
was not touched and the town was moved to the
coast, i.e. to the area where the small town of
Gumligliik is located today. The former town was
later called Palaimindos.

Re-constructed by Mausolus, the town
was planned in accordance with the Greek concept
of urbanization and all of the settlement was
encircled by a wall. The urban texture which has
reached the present day belongs to the town cons
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tructed by Mausolus. But there were vast extensions
during the Roman imperial period.

Herodotus tells that the town sent a vessel to
the navy of Aristogoras in about 500 BC and that it was
one of the first members of the Attic-Delos Naval
League and had to pay a tax of 12 talents to the
League. It is known that due to such tax the town got
rather smaller during that period.

Alexander the Great besieged Myndos in 334
BC, but proceeded to Halicarnassus when he failed to
take over the town. Later, Ptolemy and Asandrus, who
were two of the commanders of Alexander the Great,
defeated the Satrap Orontobates in 333 BC and estab-
lished their rule over the whole region of Caria inclu-
ding Myndos. After the fall of the kingdom of Alexan-
der the Great, Ptolemy established his kingdom in

idaresine girdigi goriilmektedir.

1.0. 44 yihnda Caesarin oldiriilmesinden sonra
Brutus ve Cassius Roma Cumbhuriyeti adina Anadolu'ya
egemen olmus ve bu tarihte Cassius donanmasini Myndos
limaminda banndirmigtit. Ancak Brutus ve Cassius'un
donanmalarnnin M. Antonius tarafindan yenilgiye
ugratilmasi, bu egemenligin kisa siirmesine ve bir siire igin
Myndos'un Rhodos'un hakimiyetine gecmesine neden
olmustur. Ancak Rhodos'un sert bir yénetim sergilemesi
sonucu olusan huzursuzluk, kentin tekrar Roma
egemenligine gegmesine neden olmustur.

FEgypt and Myndos came under the rule of the Ptolemy Dynasty (308-275 BC). Then we see that Myndos came under the rule
of the Lysimachus Dynasty.

At the Lade Naval Battle in 201 BC, the Rhodian navy took refuge with the Myndos harbor. In 197 BC, the town was
under the protection of Rhodes. In 196 BC, the town cooperated with Rhodes against the Syrian King Antiochus, thus
gaining its freedom. At this date, the town minted its own coins for the first time in its history. Having entered the rule of the
Pergamene Kingdom later, the town was bequeathed to Rome in his will when the last king of Pergamum Attalus III died in
133 BC. Thus it took its place among the empire’s towns in Asia Minor.

Upon the assassination of Caesar in 44 BC, Brutus and Cassius ruled over Anatolia on behalf of the Roman Republic
and Cassius sheltered his navy at Myndos at that date. But Mark Anthony defeated the navy of Brutus and Cassius, thus
causing such rule to be a short one and causing Myndos to pass to the hands of the Rhodians. But the unrest caused by the
severe rule of the Rhodians caused the town to enter the Roman rule again.

The town was made an episcopal see under the Carian Eparchia under the name of Amyndos during the Christian
era. Thus it is possible to have access to the information about the late period of Myndos. Due to its inclusion in the Carian
Eparchia, we obtain information about the town from Hierocles, where the council lists of AD 375 are contained.

The town was deserted due to an earthquake which affected a large part of the region of Caria and has not been
inhabited until recently due to difficulties experienced in providing the security of the coasts in the middle ages. It is possib

le to see the traces of the great earthquake which brought
the town to an end both in the architectural fragments
collapsed into the sea in the Eastern Harbor and in the
fragments of walls which fell down in huge blocks and
some of whose examples have been preserved until the
present time.

History of Research

Modern research on the town was mostly carried
out by travelers starting from the 1800s. In those times,
such ruins as the theater and stadium which have not
reached the present day are mentioned. Also in the 19th
century, WR. Paton and J.L. Myres walked around in the
town and mostly carried out examinations on inscriptions
and claimed that the town was a Greek town but not a
Lelegian one. They supported their view basing upon the
fact that Stephanos Byzantion and Pliny described Myndos
as a Hellenic town.

Francis Beaufort compiled his travels and research
across Anatolia in his work entitled Karamani in 1811 and
Iidentified the breakwater at the entrance to the Giimiisliik
harbor and some ruins in the front part of the gulf in his
work.,
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Aragtirma Tarihi

Kentle ilgili modern aragtirmalar 180014
yillarda baglamak {zere c¢ogunlukla seyyahlar
tarafindan yapimigtit.. Bu doénemde tiyatro ve
stadyum gibi gliniimiize ulagamayan kalintilardan
da bahsedilmektedir. Yine 19. yliizyilda W.R. Paton ve
J. L. Myres gehri gezmig, cogunlukla yazitlar Gizeri-
nde incelemeler yapmis ve Kkentin bir Leleg
yerlegmesi degil de, Grek kenti oldugunu &ne
stirmusglerdir. Bu goriuglerini de Stephanos Byzan-
tion ve Plinius'un Myndos'u bir Hellen kenti olarak
tamimlamasindan hareket ederek desteklemislerdir.

Fr. Beaufort 1811'de Anadolu'da yaptid: gezi
ve aragtirmalanm Karamania adh eserinde
toparlamig ve burada Gumuslik Limani'min
girisindeki dalgakiran ve korfezin én kismindaki
baz1 kalintilan tespit etmistir 1850'1erde ise kesme
tas ornekleri tepelerin yamaglannda goriilebilmekte
ve ayrica duvarlann diginda birkac mezar da dikkati
cekmektedir. Kitabeler ise dikkati ¢ekenden ¢ok
daha azdir. Myndos ve gevresiyle ilgili arastirmalar
yapan C. T Newton limandaki kiy1 diizligunde bir
tapmak burylik bir kilise ve hamamlardan stz etmek-
tedir.

19501 yillarda ise G.E. Bean kenti ziyaret
etmig, liman ve sehir dokusunu olusturan yapilar
hakkinda halen biylik olgide faydalandigimiz
bilgileri aktarmistir.

Mugla tarihi agisindan cok biyik onemi
olan Myndos kentinin kazi galismalarinin devam
edebilmesi icin yeni sponsor firmalara ihtiyac
duyulmaktadir. {lgilenen firmalar Uludag Universi-
tesi Arkeoloji Boluimi Bagkani ProfDrMustafa
Sahin ile irtibata gegebilir.

In the 1850s, some examples of hewn stones
might be seen on the slopes of the hills and a few tombs
attracted attention other than some walls. Inscriptions
were too few to attract attention. Having carried out
research on Myndos and its environs, C. T Newton
talked of a temple, a large church and baths in the
coastal flats by the harbor.

And in the 1950s, G.E. Bean visited the fown
and communicated such information which we are still
making use of to a large extent about the harbor and the
buildings making up the texture of the town.

Having great importance in terms of the history
of Mudla, Myndos needs new sponsor companies so that
the excavation works may be maintained. Those compa-
nies that are interested may contact Prof. Dr Mustafa
Sahin, Head of the Archaeology Department of the
Uludag University.
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
